· willingness to set up a Steering Committee at  National level and  a Programme Committee at the local level involving youth representatives from local youth organisations and the National Youth Council (where existing). 

· willingness to co-operate with the European Youth Forum and with the supporting Youth Structure (e.g. National Youth Council)

· willingness to co-operate with the previous and the upcoming EYC





9. EUROPEAN YOUTH CAPITAL  TEAM

The applicant should describe the composition and mandate of the implementation team  (max. 400 words).

Nomination of at least one specific contact person that will be employed during the preparation, running and evaluation of the EYC year, is required (see page 1 of the application).





10. COMMUNICATION AND INFORMATION

· A co-ordinated Communication Plan should be discussed between the YFJ. It is recommended to connect the local, national and the European Level in order to strengthen the relationship between European Institutions and the local level, thus drawing the attention to common European objectives regarding youth policy and youth participation in all dimensions.  

· Following the good example of previous EYCs, it is recommended to organise an official handover ceremony between  EYCs. This event would not only give visibility to the upcoming EYC, but would foster the publicity of the entire project from the local to the European level, as well as linking it to the work of YFJ and its Member Organisations.
